6.2 Horizontal Static Load

The set of legs of the short side of the table is restrained by stops. The table is loaded cen-
trally in turns on both short sides with 600 N, 10 times of 10 seconds.

The above is repeated on the long sides of the table, but with one set of legs of the long side
restrained by stops.

If the table during loading shows a tendency towards tilting, the tabletop is loaded until the
table is stable, however, max. 100 kg. If the table still shows a tendency to tilt, the horizon-
tal loading should be reduced and the applied loading should be recorded.

6.3 Impact Testing

Tabletop, flap or other extra leaf will be exposed to impacts from an impacter of 25 kgs fal-
ling freely to the table from 180-mm height.

The short side of the table is lifted 300 mm above the floor and dropped — repeated 10 times.

7.1 Durability Testing

The legs of the table are restrained to the floor. The tabletop is loaded cyclically with 150 N,
horizontally, by turns in all 4 directions, 50 mm from the corners — totally 30,000 times. If
the table still shows a tendency to tilt, the horizontal loading should be reduced and the ap-
plied loading should be recorded
